 There has been a record 

number of tables being 

played each week.

Toowoomba Bridge Club lost one of its characters 

and big contributors when Roger Ley passed away 

on 21 March after a long illness. 

 

Roger started playing bridge in 1988 and it 

became a big part of his life when he joined the 

Toowoomba club in 2010. 

 

Roger had three interesting recreational passions: 

horse racing, bridge and AFL "go the Swannies" 

although he also had a soft spot for Geelong.   

 

It was always interesting to watch Roger tear the 

corners off his form  guide as each race was run 

and off of the bridge diary as each week was 

completed - old habits never go away!  He also 

played major competitive squash in his early 

days.  

 

In 2012 Roger started to do some of the board 

dealing for the club, and quickly rose to be the 

coordinator of all our board dealing activities. 

 

He served a term on Management Committee in 

2014 and more recently started development of the 

clubs Health and Safety Risk Assessment 

processes.

Keep the Lowest Trump 

 

 

1. Your lowest trump is often an important card 

that is worth preserving.   

2. Suppose your trump holding is ♠ 6 3 2 in 

dummy and ♠ A K Q J 10 4 in your hand.  

3.  If the defenders force you to ruff early in 

the play, it will often be right to ruff high in hand.  

By preserving the ♠ 4, you gain an important 

entry to dummy.   

4. When defenders’ trumps break 2 – 2. You 

are able to cross to a seemingly entry-less dummy 

by playing a third round of trumps and overtaking 

your ♠ 4 with dummy’s ♠ 6.

'The following remarkable hand of cards was 

dealt to the Duke of Cumberland as he was 

playing at whist at the rooms at Bath, by 

which he lost a wager of £20,000, not winning 

one trick,' says Richard Proctor in his hook 

How to Play Whist (1885). The deal has passed 

from whist history into bridge folklore, and a 

similar coup appeared in Ian Fleming's fiction. 

The Duke of Cumberland in question was 

probably the son of King George III.

The hand is worthy of a place in the archives of 

gambling coups. The Duke of Cumberland 

probably knew that the hand was staged but still 

thought he could win a trick.  

A major Suit lead 

would of course reduce dummy’s trump holding 

and then the contract would go off !!)

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OMAR SHARIF 

Omar Sharif enjoyed a phenomenal career as an 

actor and bridge player. Sharif was born in Egypt 

in 1932, and played cricket and football as a 

teenager. He did not learn bridge until his acting 

career began at age 21. According to Sharif, he 

was idle on a movie set when he noticed a bridge 

book lying around. After reading it, he became 

fascinated by the game and began playing both 

rubber and duplicate bridge in Cairo.
1
  

His first blockbuster movie, "Lawrence of 

Arabia", was released in 1962. However, Sharif 

was reportedly unhappy during filming because he 

had to spend 18 months in the desert without any 

bridge. 
2
 Afterward, Sharif resumed playing bridge 

in earnest. In 1964, he captained the United Arab 

Republic team at the World Bridge Olympiad. His 

acting career gained momentum in tandem. Sharif 

starred in the lead role of "Doctor Zhivago" in 

1965. The film ultimately cemented his status as 

an internationally renowned actor.  

At that stage in his career, Sharif enjoyed both the 

wealth and prestige to actually promote the card 

game which he declared his personal passion. 

Having developed into an expert player, he formed 

the "Omar Sharif Bridge Circus" in 1967 to 

showcase bridge. The Circus was a traveling tour 

of bridge players that promoted the game via 

exhibition matches. Team members included Leon 

Yallouze, an Egyptian bridge pro, and Claude 

Delmouly, a French expert, as well as Benito 

Garozzo, Pietro Forquet and Giorgio Belladonna 

of the Italian Blue Team.  

Wheeling through Europe, the Circus attracted 

thousands of spectators who watched the matches 

via BRIDGE-O-RAMA, a new technology (and 

predecessor to the modern-day VuGraph) that 

displayed bidding and cardplay on television 

monitors. With Sharif playing the Blue Team Club 

bidding system with his expert teammates, the 

Circus won multiple matches against local experts 

in multiple cities. After their European tour, the 

Circus barnstormed through Canada and the 

United States in 1968. They were accompanied by 

the Dallas Aces, the top American pro team of the 

era, and played friendly matches with local teams 

in several North American cities. During that year, 

Sharif also found time to serve as Egypt's captain 

in the World Team Olympiad.  

In 1970, Sharif led his Circus to London's famous 

Piccadilly Hotel for an 80-rubber match against 

British experts Jeremy Flint and Jonathan Cansino. 

The stakes were £1 per point - huge stakes even by 

today's standards. The purpose of the event, 

according to British expert and writer Tony 

Forrester, was "to present bridge as a rich, exciting 

spectacle; to break through into television and so 

bring the game within the reach of millions who 

were still denied its joys." 
3
 The Circus ultimately 

won the match by 5,470 points, but Sharif still 

incurred a net loss after paying all related 

expenses. 
4
  

It was also during the 1970s that Sharif began 

writing a bridge column with the Chicago Tribune. 

Co-authored with Tannah Hirsch, the column has 

since been widely syndicated. Sharif also penned 

two bridge books in the '80s and '90s: "Omar 

Sharif's Life in Bridge" (1983), and "Play More 

Bridge With Omar Sharif" (1994). During this 

time, he continued playing bridge in London and 

Paris with top experts like Paul Chemla of France.  

By 2000, regrettably, Sharif quit bridge entirely. 

Having once proudly declared the game his 

passion, he now considered it an addiction: "I 

didn't want to be a slave to any passion anymore. I 

gave up card playing altogether, even bridge and 

gambling." 
5
 Sharif, however, continued to license 

his name to bridge software games, and even co-

authored a book with bridge writer David Bird, 

"Omar Sharif Talks Bridge". Written in 2004, it 

includes some of his most famous deals and bridge 

stories.  

Sharif passed away July 10, 2015. In retrospect, he 

will be remembered as one of the most famous and 

charismatic celebrities who ever played, promoted, 

and wrote about bridge.      www.bridgebum.com

Masterpoint Secretary’s Report 

 

Total masterpoints earned in the club over the past

Members are reminded that the number of 

masterpoints you earn is based on the total number 

of tables in your section, the status of the event 

(supervised, club, red points, gold points and 

congresses) and your position in the top half of the 

field. Some of the red and gold point calculations 

can be complex, so masterpoints displayed on our 

noticeboards or website are provisional until 

approved at the end of each month. 

 
If you feel that you are missing some masterpoints, 

check with the Club Masterpoint Secretary in the 

first instance, advising of the date and session that 

you played in, who your partner was and who the 

Director was. If you added up the points you think 

you might receive, and the actual amount is 

different, then tell me the points/events you think 

you did achieve.  

 

Remember that I only process club masterpoints. 

Those from congresses, nationwide pairs and other 

events are done by other people, usually months 

later. If you think you are missing points from an 

event run somewhere else, then tell me the event 

name and date, and I’ll follow up where possible. 

 

For interest, here is a breakdown of the master 

rank of our club members. We have 161 players 

with below 35 masterpoints, 132 players with 35 

up to 100 masterpoints and 93 players with over 

100 masterpoints.

Grand National Open Teams 
 

The Grand National Open Teams is an Australia 

wide event to select the 64 teams to attend the 

National Final, a 4-day event at the end of 

November. Around Australia there are around 

2000 teams that enter the event at club level. It is 

an excellent opportunity (indeed the only 

opportunity) for players to earn gold masterpoints 

in their own club. 

 

For Toowoomba, it all starts with our three “Club 

Elimination Rounds”. These are: 

   Tuesday nights – 16 & 23 April 

   Wednesday afternoons – 12 & 19 June 

   Saturday afternoons – 29 June & 6 July 

The teams who place in the top half of these 

rounds are eligible to play in the Club Qualifying 

Heat on Sunday 21 July. The top two teams from 

the Club Qualifying Heat play in the Zone/Area 

Final on Sunday 11
th

 August against the winners 

from the Darling Downs, Dalby, Warwick and 

Goondiwindi Clubs. The winner of the Area Final 

then advances to the National Final. In the Club 

Elimination Rounds you play against players that 

you see every week. 

 

Queensland Open Pairs  
 

Later in the year (on Sunday 22
nd

 September) we 

will be hosting the Qualifying Heat for the 

Queensland Open Pairs. This is for red 

masterpoints with the top few pairs (depending on 

number of entries) supported to play in the State 

Final in October.

Tournament Subcommittee 

 

At our most recent Tournament subcommittee 

meeting, we discussed a number of issues related 

to players and playing conditions. 

 

Movements and session timing 
 

It was agreed that the target number of boards for 

regular daytime club sessions is 30-32/33. The 

final number depends on the number of tables and 

the movement that is chosen. We allow six 

minutes per board and two minutes for 

contingencies and move time, and players are 

expected to monitor their own progress against 

these times. The clock is on for your benefit – not 

just the Director. 

 

The Monday Restricted session (27-30), 

Wednesday Supervised (18-24), Thursday night 
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(27-28) and Friday morning sessions (24) play less 

boards to fit in the time available and may be 

given slightly more time per round to 

accommodate the less experienced players. 

 

Grading of Club Events 
 

Monday and Wednesday afternoon sessions are 

normally divided into grades (the cut-off is 

determined for each month on the basis of the 

average number of tables, so that both fields are of 

an appropriate size). This gives players an 

opportunity to play against players at a similar 

level as themselves. 

 

Major competitions are played in one combined 

field, although there may be separate categories to 

recognise the performance of newer players. The 

cut-offs were confirmed as normally being 0-35 

masterpoints, 35-100 masterpoints and an open 

section. These will divide the field into 

approximately equal sizes and are the cut-offs 

familiar to those who play at other clubs and 

congresses. 

 

Some players have asked if we can have additional 

categories because they are just over one of the 

cut-offs. This was discussed at length, but 

consensus was that these cut-offs were the most 

appropriate. 

 

Invitational Events 
 

In “Invitationals”, players are encouraged to play 

with members who are not one of their regular 

partners. Regular is defined as once a month or 

more frequently. 

The club has a long history of having 

“invitationals” on Wednesdays and Fridays, and 

some players booked their partners for the 

invitationals at the Christmas Party when they 

received their Bridge Diary. Benefits of the 

invitations is for newer players to play with a more 

experienced partner and the social benefits of 

meeting and playing with different people. 

 

Numbers started to decline in 2012. Since then we 

have tried a number of approaches to try and 

encourage people to participate, but none appear to 

be successful. A review of recent “Invitationals” 

shows that only around 40% of pairs are playing in 

the spirit of the Invitational with the remainder 

playing with a regular partner. This is especially 

bad when there is a single field such as Friday 

afternoons. 

 

The demise of invitationals would be sad, so the 

Tournament subcommittee is considering a 

different approach where instead of an invitational 

day, occasionally Mondays and Wednesdays 

might just all play as one large field (similar to this 

year’s Presidents Cup). This will still provide the 

social aspects. Those players keen to play with 

different partners will still be able to do so. 

 

Information on Bridgemates 
 

Another issue raised by some members is the 

information that is shown on the Bridgemates. 

Possibilities include: 

1.   See all the scores for the board you just 

played. 

2.   See the current percentage you have for the 

board you just played. 

3.   See your current percentage and 

rank/position at the end of each round. 

4.   See your final percentage and rank/position 

at the end of your session (although there might 

be some tables still in play. 

5.   Turn off all session information.  

 

It is hard to please everyone and there are 

supporters for all five options above. We have 

decided to continue with the current information 

of percentage and rank at the end of the round and 

the end of the session. Please remember that 

information during the early rounds does not mean 

much (see my article in the October 2016 

newsletter – available on website). 

 

Also remember Law 74 Conduct and Etiquette, 

part of which says you should “carefully avoid any 

remark or extraneous action that might cause 

annoyance or embarrassment to another player or 

might interfere with the enjoyment of the game”. 

How do you think your opponents feel when: 

   At the end of the session you blurt out to 

your partner that “we came 5
th

” and to the 

opponents “you came 9
th

”; 

   “We had a good round and went up 5%” [so, 

who went down 5%]; 

   We only made that because of the lead [who 

lead?]. 

   Blurting out well done partner when it is 

obvious an opponent has just made a mistake; 

   Giving a thumbs up (or similar). 
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 Start of play 
 

The period just before play starts is the most hectic 

for the Director and there have been some 

problems recently which arose because players 

were still wandering around when the Director 

chose the movement and number of boards. On 

some occasions a player arrived late, and their 

partner was in the kitchen or the office; on another 

occasion a pair were sitting at another table for a 

chat. 

 

Our Session rules (see elsewhere in this or any 

other newsletter) stipulate that players should be 

seated 15 minutes before the start of play – so 

please do so. This will allow the Director to 

choose the most appropriate movement and to start 

on time. If you are running late or need a last-

minute toilet break, then make sure your partner is 

seated. 

 

 

Other issues 
 

Other common playing issues were again 

discussed, and we ask you for your help: 

   Keep the noise down during play and 

especially when about to move; 

   Turn off mobile phones or at least turn off 

volume; 

   Do not speak on your phone at the table 

whilst people around you are trying to play; 

   EW clean up the table and replenish bridge 

supplies at the end of the session; 

   All players help clean up the room before 

leaving. 

 

We also spent time discussing some bridge 

rulings.

Appeals Training 

 
Appeals are rare at a club level, but the Laws of 

bridge allow them, and so they can happen. They 

are a bit more common in congresses. 

 

If there is an appeal, it is normally heard by a 

panel of players (not necessarily Directors). I am 

keen to help make this as painless as possible by 

establishing a small panel of players willing to sit 

on appeals and giving these players some basic 

training in the mechanics and thought processes 

required.

DO YOU KNOW THE RULES OF BRIDGE

Can you imagine playing tennis, making a serve,

the ball hits the serve line, you don’t know the

rules and being told it was out rather than being

entitled to another serve.  Who is disadvantaged?

Can you imagine playing golf, you don’t know the

rules, your fellow player tells you that his air

swings don’t count – who is disadvantaged?

This is pretty much the same in bridge.  When you

don’t know the rules and don’t call the Director,

you are going to be disadvantaged.  There still

seems to be a perception with some of our players

that calling the Director is insulting and infers

people are cheating.  We ALL make mistakes!  At

some stage or another, we have all led out of turn,

bid out of turn, inadvertently reneged, underbid,

bid the wrong suit (which can sometimes be cor-

rected if you call the Director before the next 

person bids), accidently dropped a card, given our 

opponents the wrong information.

The Director needs to be called in these situations

to ensure that FAIRNESS is applied, and players

are not disadvantaged.   I am going to give you a

beautiful example of something that happened

before I became a Director.  A player at our table

led out of turn so I started to call the Director.
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However the person at fault said “You are not 

going to do that are you?  Oh yes, I have played 

against you before and that is the type of thing you 

would do”.  I started to try and say that my partner 

has some rights but was quickly told “That is 

enough from you”.  

 Needless to say, we did nothing, and sat mutely 

while her partner led her suit.  Now we did 

nothing because we realized that this player didn’t 

know the rules, probably thought I was insulting 

her and it just wasn’t worth the hassle. 

BUT would I allow that today – of course not, and 

neither should anyone else.  So if you are not sure 

about something, call the Director. You are only 

penalising yourself and your partner if you don’t.

COMPLAINTS 

When Directors are approached at the end of 

play with a complaint against a player there is 

very little we can do unless, correct procedure 

has been followed. The following is for your 

information.   

 

 

BY-LAW 7.1 
The Toowoomba Bridge Club has adopted a 

policy of Zero Tolerance of Poor Behaviour.   This 

policy must be displayed in the clubrooms at all 

times. This policy applies in all bridge sessions 

run by the club.  

Expected Behaviour 

 1. Greet players prior to start of play of each 

round.  

2. Be a good 'host' or 'guest' at the table. 

3. Do everything possible to make bridge 

enjoyable for yourself, your partner and your 

opponents. 

 4. Give credit when opponents make a good bid 

or play. 

 Unacceptable Behaviour  

1. Criticising partner or opponents 

2.  Badgering, rudeness, insinuation, 

profanity, threats of violence, violence. 

3.  Negative comments concerning opponents' 

or partner's play or bidding. 

4.  Discussing hands after the round is called. 

5.  Objecting to a call for the director. 

6.  Disputing a Director's ruling during the 

game. (Lodging an appeal is the 

appropriate action.) 

Procedure When unacceptable behaviour occurs, 

opponents should call the Director immediately, 

indicating that the player/pair are 'interfering with 

our enjoyment of the game.' (breach of Law 74 A)
